Remember that the clock is a tool 
used to measure the progress of how effectively you are able to accurately 
perform the exercises.

There are five workouts within the week.  Perform them in order, but not necessarily in a 5 
day period.  Take rest days as needed to ensure you are effectively recovering, or to allow 
for flexibility in balancing training with other work and family obligations.

The main objectives are:

Create strength and balance in your body by using functional movements.

Brass Ring Basic Training

Modify the weight recommendations if they are too heavy to safely perform the 
number of repetitions called for.

Make sure the program you’ve downloaded is right for you.  If any of the workouts 
are too hard for you to finish, go back and download an easier version.  If they are 
too easy, try a harder version.

Review all of the exercises by clicking on the link, even if you think you know how 
to do it.  Remember that the purpose of using exercises in your training is to elicit 
a physical response.
